voting or non-voting members of the Development Committee; it is

That the LSC Board of Directors delegates to the Board Chairman the
authority to appoint Non-Directors to serve as voting or non-voting members
of the Development Committee; and it is

FURTHER RESOLVED:
That Board Resolution 2010-013 (relating to the Board Chairman’s authority

to appoint Directors to the Development Committee) is unaffected by this
Resolution and remains in full force and effect.
